All motorcyclists should take this reminder seriously as side mirrors are an
important safety feature of a motorcycle,” advised YB. Dr. Hou Kok Chung.

Mr. Wee Hong, Chairman of the MMSDA elaborated that, “To implement this aspect of fitting side mirrors

as a safety feature for motorcycles, Hong Leong Yamaha Motor technicians will be stationed at 5 locations
starting from the Sunway/Puchong toll to conduct a Free 15-Point Safety Check on all brands of
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motorcycles. Those motorcycles found to be without side mirrors will be fitted with free mirrors, where
practical, on a first come first served basis. In addition, 80 helmets will be given to replace unsafe helmets
courtesy of Aeon Credit Sdn Bhd and KHI Helmets at each location. All participants will receive free safety
vests, courtesy of P&O Insurance & a Yamaha booklet on safety tips. " added Mr. Wee Hong

“At selected University & Polytechnic campus grounds, Hong Leong Yamaha Motor will conduct a Yamaha
Safety Riding Science programme (YSRS) to educate students on safety riding skills from a scientific
approach. Students are encouraged to register themselves early for the safety course which will be
beneficial for their own safety,” reiterated Mr. Wee Hong.
